That’s what motivates 
them to maintain, without expectation of gain, 
the bases they rebuilt on the soil of their 
ancestors. In London, learn more about the 
Royal Air Force and stand where history was 
made beneath the streets where Churchill 
and his cabinet directed the war effort. 

Join fellow alumni on this captivating tour to 
honor the heroic young Americans who were 
part of the “friendly invasion” of England. This 
deeply moving experience connects you to the 
bomber boys who sacrificed so much to end 
the war, at last.
